First Holy Communion & Reconciliation —
Grades 1 & 2

Preparation for First Holy Communion and
Reconciliation is a two year sacramental preparation
program beginning in Ist grade. In accordance with
Archdiocesan guidelines, children are required to
complete two years of religious education to be
properly prepared to meet Jesus in these two

acraments.

Please register online for the First Holy Communion/
Reconciliation program if your child:

is entering 1st grade in 2017-2018 or

has completed one year of religious education
either at St. Patrick Church, another parish
program, or at a Catholic school, and will be
entering 2nd grade this coming school year.

Confirmation — Grades 6-8

Confirmation preparation at St. Patrick Church begins
in 6th grade. Please register online for the Young
Apostles 6-8 Confirmation program if your child:

is entering the 6th grade in the 2018-2019 school
year or

has completed at least 2 years of Confirmation
preparation either in a parish program or at a
Catholic school and will be entering 8th grade this
coming school year.

St. Anselm’s welcomes back Fr. John Coleman, S.J.

St. Anselm Centennial Hall

Fr. Coleman will talk briefly about the radical
breakthrough of Laudato Si, namely that all creatures
reflect the glory of God and their worth is not just
for use by humans; that they, too, will be part of the
new creation. But the main focus of his talk will be
on what parishes in the United States have been
doing and what they can do to put Laudato Si into
effect.

Fr. Coleman’s talk coincides with the opening of the
Global Climate Action Summit
(globalclimateactionsummit.org) taking place in San
Francisco on September 12-14, 2018.

Jesuit scholar, Fr. John Coleman, is associate pastor
at St. Ignatius Church, San Francisco, and former
professor of social ethics at Loyola Marymount
University. He has written extensively on Catholic
social teaching, creation care and eco-justice.
